 Classes will be judged according to AQHA Rules when possible.  For other classes, see ECSHA rules.  

Judge’s decision is final.   

 Western attire and tack required for ALL classes.   

 Copy of your current negative coggins required and must be included with your entry form.  

 No smoking or alcoholic beverages allowed on property.  Lunch concessions available. 

 All ECSHA classes are open to ANY BREED.  All riders in any ECSHA class must have current ECSHA 

membership.  Riders may ride any horse (owned or non owned).  Three shows required for year end 

awards (must meet point requirements for each class.) 

 No cross entering same horse/rider combinations in any Amateur division (ama, ltd ama, 

rookie) at the same show. 

 Must enter at least one cattle and one non cattle class for the Versatility high point awards. 

 BUCKLES to each ECSHA ranch horse class year end Champion! (*min. 15 point requirement) 

 To be eligible for the ECSHA Amateur, Never Dark Whole House Generators Limited Amateur, or 

Rookie Amateur Versatility Horse of the Year awards, one rider/horse may enter any or all of the 7 EC-

SHA ranch horse classes in their division. Minimum of 100 points for horse/rider must be accumulated 
for award to be presented. 

 To be eligible for The Piedmont Equine Practice Open Versatility Horse of the Year award, horse 

may be entered in any or all of the 7 ECSHA Open classes.  100 points for horse must be accumulated 

for award to be presented. 

 Exhibitors in the Youth division must be aged 8 through 18 as of January 1 of the current year.  

 The Rookie division is designed for riders with limited riding and showing experience. A rider may not 

have more than 10 points in any breed association or $500 in a national organization in any western per-

formance discipline.  Rookie riders do not drag in trail, and may do simple changes in reining. 

 The Greenhorn walk/trot division is for riders with very limited riding and showing experience, or 

that are not comfortable in the lope.  No cross-entering any other division. Rider may not have more 

than 10 points in any breed association or $500 in a national organization. Greenhorn do not drag in trail.
