for awards to be presented.

+ To be eligible for the year end Open Versatility Horse of the Year award, horse must enter at least one cattle and
one non cattle class in the open division at each show attending. . For the Horse of the Year awards, a minimum of

100 points for the horse must be accumulated for awards to be presented.
